City of Ridgecrest – Quarterly Financial Report
Fiscal Year 2020-2021

First Quarter Ending September 30, 2020

This report summarizes the activities of the major operating funds and is not meant to be
inclusive of all finance and accounting transactions and excludes encumbrances. The report is
written to provide the Council and the public with an overview of the state of the City’s general
fiscal condition. It covers the amounts of the first quarter of fiscal year 2021.

General Fund Revenues
The table below highlights the amounts and percentages of revenues received in each of the
major classifications as of September 30, 2020. The first quarter reports show General Fund
revenues coming in at 12% of the Amended Budget amount. This is consistent with the previous
year, which was 11% at the end of the first quarter.
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The pie chart below shows the percentage of each revenue type to the total amount of revenue
received for the reporting period. As the chart shows, 38% of the General Fund revenue is coming
from sales tax.

The second and third largest sources of revenue after the first quarter is TOT and Other Revenue,
both of which account for 15%. Other Revenue consists of donations, sales, reimbursements, and
refunds.
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General Fund Expenditures
The City has spent 16% of the Amended Budget amount in general fund expenditures during the
first quarter of FY 2021. This is consistent with the first quarter of FY 2020, which was at 15%.

The pie chart below shows the percentage of General Fund dollars spent by department or
division.
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Interfund Transfers – General Fund

Gas Tax Fund
The Gas Tax fund has received 4% of the Amended Budget amount for the first quarter of FY
2021. This is consistent with the previous year, which was at 2% at the end of the first quarter.
The fund has spent 12% of the Amended Budget amount in expenditures, which is slightly higher
than the previous year’s first quarter, which was 6%. The table below shows the fund’s revenue
and expenditure budget and actual comparison.
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Interfund Transfers – Gas Tax Fund

T.D.A. Transit Fund
The Transit Fund has received 6% of the Amended Budget amount in revenue for the first quarter
of FY 2021, which is the same percentage as the first quarter of FY 2020. The first quarter
expenditure amount is 15% of the Amended Budget amount, which is slightly higher than the
first quarter of FY 2020, which was 8%. The table below shows the fund’s revenue and
expenditure budget and actual comparison.

Interfund Transfers – T.D.A. Transit Fund
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Wastewater Fund
The Wastewater Fund has received 2% of the Amended Budget amount in revenue for the first
quarter of FY 2021, which is slightly lower than the first quarter of FY 2020, which was 5%. The
expenditures for the first quarter are at 10% of the Amended Budget amount. The expenditure
amount for the first quarter of FY 2020 was at 4%. The table below shows the fund’s revenue and
expenditure budget and actual comparison.

Interfund Transfers – Waste Water Fund
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Human Resources/Risk Management ISF
The Human Resources/Risk Management Fund, (also known as the Self-Insurance Fund) has
received 20% of the Amended Budget amount in revenue for the first quarter of FY 2021. The
expenditures for the first quarter are at 36%. The first quarter of FY 2020 was at 6% and 35%,
respectively. The table below shows the fund’s revenue and expenditure budget and actual
comparison.

Interfund Transfers – Human Resources/Risk Management ISF Fund
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Fleet Maintenance ISF Fund
This fund charges back the fund that uses its services by allocating its actual expenses by
mileage/hours driven/used of the fund’s vehicles and equipment. This fund has not received
revenue for the first quarter of FY 2021, which was the same situation for FY 2020. The expenses
for the first quarter of FY 2021 are at 17% of the Amended Budget amount, which is slightly higher
than the first quarter of FY 2020, which was 13%. The table below shows the fund’s revenue and
expenditure budget and actual comparison.
