Channel 6, 1% of cases made relate to
the set-ups and adjustments of audio and related system. Besides the technical routine and mainte-
nance, a great deal of collaboration has been implemented for the purpose of a more economical
phone service. In the coming months, we are looking for additional ways to improve the City’s effi-
ciency.

Rachel Rumbo-has been active with recruitments this past month. Oral board interviews were held
for Animal Control Officer, and advertisements for Maintenance Worker and Deputy City Clerk were
posted with good responses coming in daily. Rachel was on travel for one week attending the Uni-
versity of Riverside for training that will aid the Administration department in operations. Open En-
roliment for Health and Dental benefits began September 15 and will close October 10; all employ-
ees wishing to make changes to their current Health and Dental Plans are encouraged to contact
Human Resources at ext.

The City of Ridgecrest submitted the second quarterly report to the Cali-
fornia Integrated Waste Management Board (CIWMB) for the period
ending June 30, 2008. The report tracked the implementation and
monitoring of the various mandated programs and community aware-
ness, outreach, and educational programs. The Report was deemed
insufficient and an amended report was submitted with additional detail
and expanded responses. The third quarterly report of September 30,
contains and requires some specific action items and their completion.
Staff, the Infrastructure Committee, Administration, and Benz Sanitation
are working towards implementation of the new required programs and
projects. The Local Assistance Plan (LAP) is the mandated program of
services and programs that the community must implement in order to
achieve compliance and release of the Compliance Order.

The City is drafting a new Solid Waste Ordinance modeled after Califor-
nia City with increased definitions and clarity. It is anticipated that Uni-
versal or Mandatory Curbside Pickup will be implemented around the
end of the year and prior to March 2009. The LAP mandates curbside
residential recycling, educational institutional recycling, and commercial
on-site collection of recyclables. A study that evaluates the cost, feasibil-
ity, and sustainability of a material recovery facility MRF is to be com-
pleted by December 2008.

The staff will enter into negotiations with CIWMB, the County of Kern,
and Benz Sanitation in regards to the implementation and compliance.

The Neighborhood Clean Up program has been in recess over the sum-
mer. Planning has commenced for the next Clean Up. The Educational
Symposium for schools and youth groups will continue this financial year
as well as annual events including Earth Day and the Telephone Book
Recycling Program. For more information please contact 499-5062.

GENERAL PLAN ADVISORY COMMITTEE:
August, 2008

The Ridgecrest General Plan Advisory Committee,
(GPAC), met on August 26, 2008. GPAC considered
recommendations from the Parks & Recreation Sub-
committee including the following items:

sRecommended Park Facility Standards

sRecommended Park & Recreation Map Revisions
eRecent Subcommittee Changes to Draft Section 7
eDraft Letter to NAWS re: Inyokern Road Parkway

GPAC approved a recommendation from the Parks
and Recreation Subcommittee to the City Council
requesting the authorization of a draft letter from the
Mayor to Captain Peterson. Following is the draft let-
ter approved by GPAC:

On behalf of the Ridgecrest City Council, this is fo request
that the Naval Air Weapons Station China Lake participate
with. the City of Ridgecrest toward the development of a
class one bicycle path on the north side of Inyokern Road
between Mahan Street and the NAWS Main Gate.

Bicycles offer a non-polluting, inexpensive, and healthy
alternative to the automobile. We believe that the develop-
ment of a bicycle path separated from motorized traffic by
a landscaped buffer will offer both NAWS and non-NAWS
employees a safe and convenient means of traveling from
home to work.

It is our understanding that the U. S. Navy owns the prop-
erty located between the centerline of Inyokern Road, (aka
State Route 178), and the NAWS fence running between
Mahan Street and the Main Gate. We estimate that there
is between 50 feet to 150 feet of undeveloped land located
between the northern edge of Route 178 pavement and
the NAWS border fence.

The concept of developing a class one bicycle path and
landscaped buffer area within the NAWS property south of
the fence and adjacent to Inyokern Road was first identi-
fied by the Parks & Recreation Subcommittee of the
Ridgecrest General Plan Advisory Committee. The Parks
& Recreation Subcommittee recognized that numerous
bicycling advantages exist within this east-west corridor.

The reasons we believe that the development of an Inyo-
kern Road Bicycle Path will accrue to both NAWS China
Lake and the City of Ridgecrest may be summarized as
follows:

e Since there are no through streets crossing northerly
above Inyokern Road, the proposed bicycle path would
be unimpeded by crossing motorized vehicles for the
entire 1.5 mile length between Mahan Street and the
Main Gate,

o Establishment of a bicycle path along the Inyokern Road
corridor would encourage Base employees to use their
bicycles as an alternative to the automobile because
their daily commute would be both more pleasant and
safer,

e Establishment of a bicycle path along the Inyokern Road
corridor would provide a safe bicycle route for non-
NAWS employees including many bicyclists from out-
side the region who come to this area for recreational
cycling,

In addition to the safety and quality of life improvements
offered by the Inyokern Road Bicycle Path, the landscap-
ing buffer would provide an attractive entryway to both
NAWS China Lake and the City of Ridgecrest.

The City of Ridgecrest is not seeking assistance from
NAWS China Lake toward the bicycle path and land-
scaped buffer improvements. Rather, the participation
from NAWS China Lake vis-a-vis making the right-of-way
available for this public endeavor is all that is being
sought. The City will pursue funding of these improve-
ments from CalTrans and MTC grants.

The Ridgecrest City Council looks forward fo our contin-
ued excellent relationship with NAWS China Lake. Thank

you for your consideration.

PLANNING COMMISSION:

September 9, 2008

At a continued Public Hearing the Planning Com-
mission considered and approved a Site Plan Re-
view for a hotel and retail project at 1000 N. China
Lake Blvd. on behalf of VIMCO Development. This
proposed complex consists of 4 three story hotels
totaling 144,000 sq. ft. with 265 rooms and one
story retail/food centers totaling 14,000 sq. ft. on
7.02 acres.

In addition to the VIMCO project, the Planning Com-
mission approved a one year extension of Tentative
Parcel Map 11525 to create four parcels ranging
from 8.20 ac to 11.75 ac on 40.37 ac to facilitate a
future 152 lot E-3 subdivision (TTM 6814) at the N.E.
corner of Springer Ave. and Norma St.

Finally, the Planning Commission authorized the
code enforcement officer to proceed with the abate-
ment for a deteriorated home located at 526 W. Wil-
son Avenue.

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT:

The month of August was both an interesting and a
busy one. Four new hotel developments were ap-
proved by the Planning Commission. These projects
will bring over 300 hundred new hotel rooms, retail
and restaurants to the community.

Discussions were held regarding a new four star
hotel, retail office, convention center and museum
project within the Ridgecrest Business Park.

Wal Mart discussions moved toward conclusion with
the potential for a submission by Rothbart Develop-
ment of a complete application for the Wal Mart Su-
per Center.

Work began on the Annual Viewfinders Motor Cross
Event - to be held October 4™ and 5. The City, De-
sert Empire Fair Grounds and RACVB are all work-
ing together to make this the best one yet with over
2,000 riders this year.

Several new multifamily apartment projects are be-
ing considered. Work continues on the Larkspur
Apartments — expected to open sometime in late
November or early December.

Working Group and Board, China Lake Armaments
Museum Board, 2009 Outlook Planning, Chamber

Speed Limits - How and Why They Are Established

In California the
maximum speed for any
passenger vehicle is 65
MPH, (except on a few
sections of specially zoned
freeways). The maximum
speed for most trucks and
for vehicles towing any
trailer is 55 MPH. These
are absolute limits which
may not be legally ex-
ceeded under any circum-
stances.

All  other speed
limits are prima facie lim-
its which, "on the face of

it, are reasonable and
prudent under normal
conditions. A driver may

exceed any prima facie
limit if it is safe to do so,
however, when a police
officer cites a driver for
exceeding a prima facie
speed limit it is up to the
driver to prove that he
was driving in a reason-
able and prudent manner
under the existing condi-
tions. The opportunity
given to the driver to ex-
ceed a prima facie speed
limit when it is safe to do
so recognizes the fact
that any posted speed
limit cannot adequately
reflect the many different
conditions of traffic,
weather, visibility, etc.,
that may be found on the
same highway at different
times.

Certain blanket (or
automatic) prima facie
limits are established by
law, including the 15 MPH
limits in alleys, at blind
intersections and at blind
railroad crossings, and
the 25 MPH limit in busi-
ness and residential dis-
tricts. There is also a part

-time 25 MPH
zones when children are

in school
present in route to or
from school.

Business and resi-
dential districts are de-
fined in the California
Vehicle Code (CVC) as
specific areas meeting a
particular minimum den-
sity of roadside develop-
ment. A count of houses
or active businesses fac-
ing on a highway must be
made to determine
whether or not a valid
business or residential

district exists. The law
does not require posting
these prima facie limits
which are readily appar-

ent.

State law permits
local authorities to lower
the maximum speed limit
(65 MPH) or to raise busi-
ness and residential dis-
trict speed Ilimits (25
MPH) on the basis of a
Traffic and Engineering
Survey. These
"intermediate limits" be-
tween 25 and 65 MPH
must be posted to define
clearly the limits of the
zone and the maximum
speed established.

Engineering and
Traffic Surveys for speed
limits should be regularly
conducted once every five
years for the purpose of
complying with Section
40802(B) of the California
Vehicle Code (CVC). This
law requires that speed
surveys must be no more
than five years old if ra-
dar is to be used for en-
forcement. Unless the
current survey has been
completed within  five
years, the segment of
roadway for which the
survey applies is consid-
ered a speed trap as
stated below:
