WITH INSITECH INC. AND PARTICIPATION IN THE CHINA LAKE
CONSORTIUM PARTNERSHIP

WHEREAS, InSitech is requested by the City of Ridgecrest to act on behalf of
the City to perform intermediary services that increase the likelihood of success in the
conduct of cooperative or joint activities with small business firms and educational
institutions that need or can make productive use of technology-related assistance from
federal laboratories and research and development activities located in or in proximity to
the City of Ridgecrest and its neighboring communities; AND

WHEREAS , this charter will take effect for a five year period commencing on the
signature of both parties.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of
Ridgecrest as follows:

1. The City will enter into a Memorandum of Understanding with InSitech Inc.
2. This charter does not const itute a financial or contractual obligation of any

party or by and between any parties.
3. Both parties reserve the right to terminate their participation in this project at

any time.

MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
Between The City of Ridgecrest, CA & InSitech, Inc.

1. PURPOSE:
This Charter establishes an agreement between the City of Ridgecrest, CA and InSitech, Inc, a not-for profit
New Jersey based corporation located in Dover, New Jersey and Ridgecrest, California wherein InSitech is
requested by the City of Ridgecrest to act on behalf of the City to perform intermediary services that increase
the likelihood of success in the conduct of cooperative or joint activities with small business firms and
educational institutions that need or can make productive use of technology-related assistance from federal
laboratories and research and development activities located in or in proximity to the City of Ridgecrest and its
neighboring communities.

InSitech is authorized by the City of Ridgecrest to enter into Partnership Intermediary Agreements to
coordinate the interests of the City of Ridgecrest , other local municipalities, Kern County, small businesses,
academe, and the private sector that are specific to technology development at federal laboratories and
research and development activities. The goal of this Charter is to promote the acceleration and development
of dual use technology, facilitate the startup and growth of small business entities, enhance the mission
capabilities of federal laboratories and research and development activities, and to provide a framework for the
promotion of job creation and economic development in the communities that surround federal laboratories and
research and development activities

InSitech's authority is limited to facilitating cooperation between parties, and does not constitute an authority to
commit or obligate the parties concerned. InSitech's function will be to advise, assist, counsel, evaluate or
otherwise cooperate with government entities, small businesses, firms, educational institutions, and private
capital firms for the purposes of acting as an intermediary to accelerate the transition of federal laboratories
and research and development activities technology or further its dual use application.

2. REPORTING:
InSitech will provide bi-annual updates to select City of Ridgecrest officials, academic personnel, and other
government officials regarding the activity and status of their partnership intermediary efforts with academe,
small businesses and federal laboratories and research and development activities.

3. DURATION:
This charter will take affect for a five year period commencing on the signature of both parties. The terms and
conditions and duration of the charter may be amended by mutual written consent of the parties .

4. OBLIGAT ION OF THE PARTIES:
This charter defines, in general terms, the basis on which the parties concerned will cooperate. This Charter
does not constitute a financial or contractual obligation of any party or by and between any parties. Both
parties reserve the right to terminate their participation in this project at any time.

5. INDEMNIF ICATION:
To the maximum extent permitted by law, InSitech will indemnify and hold harmless the City of Ridgecrest, and
the member of its City Council, from and against all damages sustained as a result of InSitech's gross
negligence created in the discharge of this MOU.
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
